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Cornwall Energy Task Force Statement:

In an effort to obtain 20% of our electricity from clean renewable resources by the year 2010, as mandated by the Town of Cornwall, and following the Smart Power Campaign in Connecticut, the Cornwall Energy Task Force is recommending that Cornwallians sign on to any of the alternative energy options on your CL&P bill. For every 10 you switch to CFLs you put $50 back in your pocket AND reduce your impact on the environment; in fact, changing the world one lightbulb at a time.

This offer is the best deal around. $2 for any bulb and 1 FREE for every 5. The freebie is a 60-watt equivalent. These bulbs are the newest design, warm white with smaller bases. For $5 you are almost there and for $10 you are saving money.
