ORDINANCE DESIGNATING THE NORTHWEST RESOURCE RECOVERY AUTHORITY AS THE TOWN'S RESOURCE RECOVERY AUTHORITY


BE IT ORDAINED by the legal voters of the Town of Cornwall in lawful meeting assembled:

1. The Town of Cornwall hereby adopts the provisions of Chapter 103b, Sections 7-273aa through and including 7-273oo of the Connecticut General Statutes and designates the Northwest Resource Recovery Authority (the "Authority") recently established by the City of Torrington, a political subdivision of the state created for the performance of an essential public and governmental function, as its regional resource recovery authority.

2. By the adoption of this ordinance the Town of Cornwall hereby becomes a member municipality of the Authority entitled to one (I) vote on the Authority's Board of Representatives.

3. The Town of Cornwall Board of Selectmen shall appoint one representative and one alternate representative to the Authority's Board of Representatives, the term to be either one, two or three years as determined by the then-sitting representatives of the authority. Any vacancy in the offices of representative or alternate representative shall be filled by the Board of Selectmen.





This ordinance shall become effective 15 days after its publication in a newspaper having circulation in the Town of Cornwall.
